Often the other 5 volumes of maps and plates are seen bound into 3 volumes, but our 5 vol. map set matches the online entry of the BN-Opaline entry for the Bibliotheque Nationale (they do not the text volume with this entry, which would be expected). The "Histoire Militaire de Flandre.." is in 5 volumes, with 144 numbered plates - maps - plans (few extra?). Volume one has 2 deocrative frontispieces, in addition to the title page itself. This is the 2nd edition with the augmention regarding the 1672 Holland Campaign. The 1776 publication date applies to these 5 volumes. The 6th volume, not often seen with the other 5 ("Campagne de Hollande.." indicates a publication date of 1759, and is just text alone. The entry under Jean de Beaurain in the "Tooley's Dictionary of Mapmakers. Revised Edition A-D" indicates that this was in fact published as a 6 volume set, and in fact contains works after Homann, Delisle, Moll, Rocque, Bellin, de Fer, Le Rouge, Hondius, Jaillot and others (besides Beaurain, who had studied under Pierre Moulart-Sanson. The maps do not show direct attribution to these other cartographers. Other  than a few plates with marginal dampstains, most of these are very good or better condition, with occasional color coding for troop positions, on heavy , laid paper with individual binding stubs. The small (15.5 inch) elephant-folio volumes are in contemporary cloth boards, with the original leather spines overlaid with newer (but not new) labels. The boards are a bit scuffed, rubbed, and worn at edges, but the bindings are reasonably tight. According the the LOC entry (card no. 19-17251) the text of the original German edition is ommitted, and only the plate translations appear here. On the verso of the title page there appears a "Translation of the German Motto. It is a mistaken Idea to believe that the Science of War requires no Study. V. Bulau." General Brownrigg, also according to the DNB, was a protoge and special friend of the Duke of York, and eventual Governor of Ceylon. There is a hand-penned note by the Translator (Smith) to Brownrigg on the first blank binders leaf. The plans are not complex, but are very well organized after their individual textual explantions, and the plates are quite clean. Overall a very good copy of an unusual book. Smith had a long list of other military publications, including a "History of the Sevens Years War in Germany..", and the military portion of Coxe's "Life of the Duke of Marlborough". The plans of the battle campaigns for the atlas accompanying the latter were largely constructed under Smith's direction. He was also well-known for his "Costumes of the Army of the British Empire".
